A Report on Headstart-2025 conducted on 4th and 5th, March,2025” 

 
HEADSTART-2025, organized by the Department of Computer Science and engineering as part of the national-
level technical fest SUDHEE-2025, was a resounding success. The event aimed to foster technical excellence, 
innovation, and collaboration among students through diverse competitions and workshops.   
The fest featured *12 technical events, including **Technical Paper and Project Presentations, Memology, Code 
Golf, Unlock the Unknown, Kaun Banega CodePathi, and VR Fiesta 2.0, alongside engaging activities like Byte 
Charades and Retro Wars. These competitions tested participants’ problem-solving abilities, technical acumen, 
and creativity. Additionally, a **workshop on Ethical Hacking and Bug Bounties* attracted *150 students*, providing 
hands-on cyber security training.   
Financially, the fest was well-managed, with a *proposed budget of ₹85,500, **sponsorship funding of ₹1,14,400, 
and **registration earnings of ₹1,20,250, resulting in an overall expenditure of **₹78,646. A total of **449 students 
registered*, making HEADSTART-2025 a high-engagement event.   
The event was efficiently coordinated by faculty and student teams, ensuring seamless logistics, publicity, and 
hospitality. *Winners were recognized with cash prizes*, and external judges provided valuable insights into 
students’ projects. HEADSTART-2025 successfully inspired innovation and technical excellence, making it a 
memorable experience for all participants.
