INSTRUCTIONS TO THE STUDENT'S
1' Must always caffy the college and Transport Identity cards, and show the same to the faculty incharges /driver on demand

2. Ragging and indecent behaviour is strictry prohibited.
3' To be in their respective bus stops at the scheduled time, chasing or forcing the driver to stop thebus is not pennitted.

4' Activating loudspeakers of cell phones / I pods , clapping, whistling, shouting etc. areprohibited.

5. Should not keep hands / any other parts of the body out of windows.
6. Boys and girls must occupy separate seats.

7 ' Arguing with faculty in charges / drivers leads to the cancellation of the transport facility to theconcerned student' Suggestions/complaints, if any must given in writing to Dr. R.p. Chowdary,Associate Professor of Mechanical Engg Department & the Students Transport I/c, GBIT only.
8' Any damage made to the seats, glasses or any other components of the bus (including writingwith pens) will be charged double the amount and shall be paid by the concerned student.
9' Must leave the bus immediately after reaching the college and Students are permitted to boardinto bus again after 4.00 pM only.

10' Should not leave their belongings (Bags, Books etc.) in the buses and the college is notresponsible for any loss in this regard.

1 1' In case of breakdown of the bus, student must follow the instructions of the in charge/driver orshould make their own arrangement if alternative arrangement is not provided.
12'The Buses will be operated as per Almanac of B.E/B.Tech only. Hence pG students willing totravel in buses have to follow the same.

13' After Bridge Course Classes Transport facility will be provided up to Mehdipat
14' Students with history of indiscipline will not be permitted to travel in buses.
